Moonlight is part of the Lights Creek mineral district within the 
Plumas Copper Belt, the second most productive copper region in the 
state and known for its many high-grade Cu-Au-Ag mines, largely 
inactive since the late 1930s. Moonlight includes two important 
historical producers, the Engels and Superior mines, which, from 1918 
to 1930, jointly processed ore with 80% recoveries in the first all-
flotation mill in the United States and produced more than 160 million 
pounds of copper, 23,000 ounces of gold and 1.9 million ounces of 
silver from ores averaging 2.2% Cu, 0.5 oz./ton Ag and 0.005 oz./ton 
Au.
