The 2013 Mineral Resource statement for mineralization considered amenable to selective mining methods 
was based solely on the Mineral Resource estimated for the TCU, and the 2014 pre-feasibility study only 
considered Indicated Mineral Resources within the TCU. Both Indicated and Inferred Mineral Resources for the 
TCU have been expanded as a result of exploration drilling, within the expansion areas shown in Figure 1. 
 
The 58% increase in the tonnage of the Platreef Project’s Indicated Mineral Resources is driven primarily by 
the successful infill drilling program that was completed in February 2015. UMT-TCU Indicated Mineral 
Resource now totals 339 million tonnes at 3.79 g/t 3PE+Au, 0.32% nickel and 0.16% copper (see Table 2).  
 
The Inferred Mineral Resources within the UMT-TCU increased by 10%, to now total 459 million tonnes at a 
grade of 3.29 g/t 3PE+Au, 0.31% nickel and 0.16% copper (see Table 2). The increase in Mineral Resources is 
supported by additional drilling in the Platreef Project’s Madiba Zone.
