
As disclosed in the Lipton Report, two zones of anomalous gold concentrations have been identified in 

historical exploration drilling on the Lipton property.  The highest historical gold content have been 

coincident with the contact between sediments and felsic tuffs.  Significant intersections from historical 

programs include: 

 10.7 g/t Au over 7.7 metres, reported by Better Resources Ltd. in 1996 ; and  

 14.10 g/t Au over 9.0 metres, reported by Dentonia Resources Ltd. 2006.
