DETAILED RESULTS 

 
CENTRAL SHOOT (lines 200NW, 100NW, 00NW - figure 3). Surface trenching and channel sampling at 

Iguanacito exposed two separate parallel zones of up to 7m width (see figure 2 below) along a 180m strike length of 

gold-silver mineralized silica-pyrite breccia and silicification hosted in intensely sericite-altered intrusive. This 

surface geology and geochemistry is coincident with a 250-300m long coincident IP chargeability and ground 

magnetics anomaly reflecting depth continuity of the mineralized body and indicating apparent thicker/stronger 

sulfide mineralization down dip.
