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million pounds of cobalt at a recovered grade of 0.5% and 19.1 million ounces of silver at a 

recovered grade of 58 ounces per tonne. Most of the production occurred between 1922 and 

1931 (Source: W.H. McIlwaine, 1970).

The mines have extensive underground workings, including ten shafts and several winzes 

extending to a depth from surface of 465 metres. Historic development at the Keeley Mine 

originated from the No. 3 Shaft in the southern portion of the silver-cobalt mineralized vein 

system, while the Frontier Mine focused primarily on the Wood’s Vein to the north of Keeley 

infrastructure (see Figure 1). A winze was sunk within the Keeley Mine to access the western 

portion of the vein system to depth of over 240 metres (see Figure 2).
