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E-Zone 

Sulphide mineralization at the E-Zone is exposed at surface and is tested and defined by more than 150 

historic drill holes. The E-Zone appears to be comprised of two stacked sulphide lenses each 

approximately 150-metres long, with thicknesses ranging from 5-30 metres. The lenses merge towards 

the surface and have a vertical continuity of approximately 200 metres (Figures 3 & 4).
