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metres (true width) of 4.14% copper at a 1.0% copper cut-off. DD1124’s best six-metre intercept was 
6.17 metres (true width) at 6.84% copper. 

Drilling results at Kakula West and in the saddle area between the Kakula Mineral Resource area and 
the Kakula West discovery area show a rapidly growing area of copper mineralization characterized by 
finely disseminated chalcocite in siltstone and maroon diamictite. The style and the overall geometry of 
mineralization are typical of the high-grade Kakula trend to the east. 

Drilling now has extended the strike length of the Kakula West copper-rich mineralized system to 
approximately 2.9 kilometres, and the high-grade Kakula trend to more than 12 kilometres. 

The Kakula Discovery remains open for significant expansion along trend to the west and the 
southeast, while the remainder of the Kakula Exploration Area remains virtually untested. More than 
68,000 metres have been drilled at Kakula since the start of the year. A total of 14 rigs are drilling at the 
Kamoa-Kakula Project. Ivanhoe expects to issue a comprehensive drilling update for the Kakula 
Discovery in early September, followed by an updated Mineral Resource estimate for the Kakula 
Discovery later this year.
