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Solomon holds an option from Radius Gold Inc. (TSX-V.RDU) to earn a 51% interest in the property. 
 
The Ten Mile Creek Gold Project is readily accessible by roll-on/roll-off barge from the Yukon River 
and serviced by a well maintained airstrip on the Sixty Mile River. 
 
This property was originally staked by Teck Resources Limited following a regional reconnaissance 
program in the Dawson Range.  Teck explored the property from 1998 to 2000 with a program of 
geological mapping, soil and rock sampling and limited trenching in which it identified five diamond 
drill targets prior to abandoning its Yukon projects in 2001. 
 
Solomon‟s 2010 field exploration program was directed at examining historical mineralization on the 
property in light of new information gleaned from other projects in the White Gold Camp. A high 
priority target was the Jual Vein System with numerous northwesterly trending, flat to moderately 
dipping quartz veins and stockworks with gold values identified by Teck ranging from 8 to 16 grams 
per tonne (g/t) gold.  Trenching conducted by Teck of selected soil geochemical anomalies yielded 
results of 1.6 g/t gold over 25 meters (including 11.1 g/t gold over three meters) and 1.0 g/t gold over 
19 meters (including 8.5 g/t over 1.5 meters).
