
CANFOR PULP LIMITED PARTNERSHIP 

Structure 

The Partnership is a limited partnership formed on April 21, 2006, under the laws of Manitoba to acquire and carry on 
the Northern Bleached Softwood Kraft (NBSK) pulp and paper business of Canfor.  The business consists of two 
NBSK pulp mills and one NBSK pulp and paper mill located in Prince George, BC and a marketing group based in 
Vancouver, BC (the Pulp Business). 

At October 25, 2010, the Fund indirectly held a total of 14,254,005 Class Limited Partnership Units and 21,239,537 
Class B Limited Partnership Units, representing 49.8% of the Partnership and Canfor the remaining 50.2%.  The 
Partnership is managed, on behalf of the limited partners, by Canfor Pulp Holding Inc., the General Partner.  Below is 
a simplified schematic of the ownership structure. 
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
