Analytical accuracy 
and precision are monitored by the analysis of reagent blanks, reference material and replicate samples.  
Quality control is further assured by the use of international and in-house standards.  Certified reference 
material, blank material, and quarter-core duplicates are inserted at regular intervals into the sample 
sequence by field personnel prior to shipping in order to independently assess analytical accuracy and 
precision.  In addition, representative blind duplicate samples are routinely forwarded an ISO-compliant 
third party laboratory for additional quality control.
