Review Board. It is estimated to produce approximately 8 million pounds of uranium per year. 
Cameco has been actively exploring its property to the west of Areva since 2005 and recently 
announced two discoveries. Cameco is also currently drilling, and Areva has recently completed 
a drill campaign this summer in this newly emerging mining camp.
