About Touro 
 
Touro was an active garimpo (artisanal mine) in the 1980s. During this time, quartz veins and 
stockworks hosted by altered tonalities and diorites were mined from open pits and 
underground workings along a north-south shear zone. A large tailings deposit, the product of 
artisanal mining, extends for 1 kilometre north-south at Touro. Outcrop is limited to the walls 
and floors of garimpo pits. Luna conducted several exploration programs in 2012, including 
geological mapping, rock and channel sampling, geophysical surveys, a scout reverse circulation 
program, and a tailings auger drill program.  
 
Touro Exploration Results 
Results of these programs are summarized below and illustrated on maps and sections that 
have been uploaded to Luna’s website. Assay results of the auger tailings drill program are 
pending. The seven hole diamond drill program was completed in December 2012.
