The property is located approximately 40 kilometres 
southeast of the city of Hidalgo Del Parral within the pre-eminent Altiplano Polymetallic Belt of 
north-central Mexico. Initial reconnaissance work has identified two significant northwest 
trending structural corridors characterized by extensive artisanal workings, en echelon and 
segmented precious and base metal bearing vuggy quartz-sulphide (pyrite, galena, sphalerite and 
chalcopyrite) veins and a broad colour anomaly (gossan). The mineral-alteration system(s) 
identified to date remain open for expansion in all directions (Figure 1).
